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Addressing the challenges to further accelerate roll-out
of COVAX Facility vaccines

1. Each country needs to submit for each product:
e signed I&L agreement (to GAVI/COVAX)
* Regulatory Authorization (with WHO & PAHO/UNICEF)

2. Ensure timely export licenses for COVAX (ideally waivers)

3. Encourage manufacturers to rapidly provide data for EUL/PQ & SAGE

4. All Member States allow manufacturers to prioritize COVAX commitments
