However, major concerns remain. While some Member States have achieved important . 4
milestones towards meeting the End TB Strategy targets, progress is overall very slow and
the set global targets have not been achieved. The COVID-19 pandemic, the war in
Ukraine and other parts of the world, the global energy crisis, climate change and the

impact of these on the broader determinants of TB such as food insecurity will likely
worsen the TB epidemic, and its impact on people with or at risk of TB.

This situation is unacceptable, over 4,000 people in the world losing their lives to TB
each day, and close to 30,000 people falling ill from TB which is preventable and curable.
