Financial considerations

• Total projected cost of all components of the resolution: US 6.68 million. 
• Currently available funds are allocated for the development of the situation analysis.
• No funding is currently available for the subsequent steps in the process, which include 

drafting the plan, conducting regional consultations, and addressing the HR gaps.
• Financing needs for the coming biennia include:

• 2024 - 2025: US$ 4.9m
• 2026 (Q1+Q2): US$ 1.3m

• Costs for HQ primarily cover staffing for GPA production, coordination and consultations, 
as well as technical backstopping of country work (upon request) and inputs to 14th GPW. 

• Costs for ROs and COs primarily cover in-person regional consultations for the GPA.
• Staff involved in the above will do ongoing UNSWAP on Indigenous Peoples and IASG 

liaison work for optimal UN coordination/coherence of approach with existing 
commitments as per the UNDRIP.
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
