There were seven in mY group. All were males. F:.t. ve of the . . group 
were Negroes· and two were .wh.tte • . A local. citizen was found to ~ · . . 
drive us up· to the front of the restaurants. ·As .~we dreve up we .. ,. , 
noticed a mob of about 75 people in front of the ·restaurant. · AlsO ·. 
in fr~:mt of the restaurant were at least 25 .state . trappers cqmplete 
with riot helmets. As soo.n as the ~ m6b saw us a.ppr.oa(}hing they .. · . . 
started screaming, As the .c;ar , stopped·. we all gqt · o11t, and headed · 
for the door of the r·estaurant. Since .-. I was s -~tting in t 'he front 
seat by the window I was the first.on~ to get oUt of the car. I 
walked right between the state troopers. Not .·.<;me . of them made any 
attempt to stop me. As I neared the door I noticed the frenzied, 
hysterical mob on the insi.d,e of the resta\tr~nt. Standing directly 
in the doorway was a hal:C driinken .. :inan . with his fist cocked ,.behind 
his ear daring me to come closer~ . As I walked. up to the . doo:r? . :t ., 
turned my head sideways to avoid· getting the blow directly hi the · · 
face. , For sorne reason he lunged and missed •. As .. I walked thro.ugh 
the doorway the .·crowd ret?.lly exploded,· . I got abqut ' four · or t;ive . 
steps in~ide w.hen' I Wa$ hit in t}J.e back of ,tbe .head, and knoc~ed 
to the. floor. Irrimediately people started kicking me alL ov;~r .~he_ 
body, particularly on my head. I was kicked in the head · ten or · 
more tunes when someone kicked me in the groin, the pain of which 
caused me to pass out for a few secunda. The next thing I knew 
two state troopers had twisted me upright and were carrying me 
out. As we got to the doorway someone hit me over the head with 
a beer bottle. 'I'hen everyone started swinging again and throwing 
bottles. The state troopers lost control of me trying to protect 
themselves and I was shoved through the glass door. ~~hen I hit 
the ground I passed out again. I ccame to as two state policemen 
started dragging me away from the how insane mob in the restaurant. 
For same reason one of the policemen had my left arm twisted behind 
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my back. The police then told me that I was under arrest for · 
trespassing, and put me in a police car and took me to the hos­
pital. 

Approximately 4oo people attended a mass meeting at 7:00 p.m, 
back at· the church. After the mass meeting all the people joined 
in a · protest march from the church to the city hall and'back. 

After the· march the demonstrators boarded their buses and left 
Cambridge. . Segregation was just as entrenched in Cambridge that 
night as it had been ~hat morning.
