Getting Started:

Identification (I.D.) and Other Documents

In order to apply for employment, rent an apartmepply for
general assistance, food stamps, or Medicaid, prope
identification will be required. The more identdition you
have in your possession, the easier it will beyfo to obtain
these services. Certain items can be obtainecewhili are
still incarcerated ask your social worker for assise, and,
for the remainder, this book will point you in thgght
direction.

FYI: In order to obtain identification, various agemscigill
require proof of address. It is smart to keepshillyour name
or official documents that have your name and asidfer
further verification of your address.

The Essex’'s County Clerk’'s Office no longer provide
county issued photo identification cards since 2012
however you may obtain a state issued photo identtion
card from your local motor vehicle agency. Motor \&hicle
Commission locations are listed below.

D. Driver’s License -
Once you are released from prison, you can go éoMbtor
Vehicle Commission (MVC) to get a new driver's lse,
replace a lost one, or renew a card that has ekpité you
believe that your license has been suspended, koulds
confirm this and figure out what you need to daéd it back.
If you were convicted of any kind of drug offensgur
license has been suspended.

Prior to your release, you can get a copy of your driver’s
license record, which is called an “abstract.” Bée&@ontact
your social worker if you are interested in obtagian
abstract.The fee for an abstract is $15.00

Upon your release you can go to the MVC offices in Essex
County (listed below) or a Regional Service Cetterequest
a driver’s abstract. If you have internet accgss, can also
request an abstract online ®WWW.STATE.NJ.US/MVC
You will still have to pay$15.00 If your license was
suspended for six months or more because of a drug
conviction, the period of the suspension will befiom the
time of your release. Other kinds of suspensioch sis failure
to pay parking tickets, insurance surcharges, dd cupport,
will last until you have paid the fine or workedt@payment
plan.

Restoration Fees, Tickets, and Surchargedf you found out
that your license has been suspended, you will haymy a
restoration fee 0f$100.00in order to have your license
reinstated. This does not include any additionaledi or
surcharges you are required to pay. This fee capaie at
your local MVC Offices in Essex County or a Regibna
Service Center (see below). If you have intermeess, this
fee can be paid online &YWW.STATE.NJ.US/MVC You
can pay your surcharges and parking tickets onwhissite as
well.

You will still need to bring the sathype of
identification documents described previously, unithe new
“Six Point” system.

F. Certificates of Naturalization or Citizenship

This certificate is necessary for employment upaoury
release. In general, if you need to replace losh$p you can
contact the US Citizenship & Immigration Service or
Application Support Centers to find out about idfégzdtion
and fingerprint verifications. There is a fee toogess an
application for replacement documents. The National
Customer Service Hotline is 1 (800) 375-5283.

There are about 22 categjof jobs
in New Jersey that exclude people with convictigwhich
conviction it is varies by job). These include:caaft/airport
employees; paid public school employees, schooldivers
and school crossing guards; bank employees; batsrahd
waiters in establishments where liquor is servedysing
authority and municipal police and parking enfoream
officers; New Jersey Turnpike Authority employediguor
retail, wholesale, manufacturing or distributing payees;
paid firefighters; child care center employees; namity
residences for individuals with developmental dil@#ds. A
much larger number of jobs require that you dislgsur
criminal record, and that employers perform backg
checks; some of these, however, also require tmpioyers
consider evidence of rehabilitation.

Protections for Licensed Occupations:If you are not
absolutely barred from a positidrecause of your conviction,

If the licensing board or agency wantddny you a
license because the crime is related to the ocupathey
have to explain, in writing, that they have considiecertain
factors like the seriousness of the crime, theuoistances of
the crime, the date and your age when convicte@then the
crime was an isolated or repeated event, socialitons, and
evidence of rehabilitation. You can ask your paroféicer
about applying for a “certificate ag€habilitation,” which can
be used in your license application.

C. Expungement: Cleaning Up Your Criminal

Record

You may have heard about expungement as one welgdo
up your criminal record as you get some distanoenfiyour
old arrests and convictions. Unfortunately, expumeet is
fairly limited in New Jersey. You can expunge amest that
did not lead to a conviction at any point. You expunge
“disorderly persons offenses,” which are low legHfenses in
New Jersey, after 5 years, and most municipal ardia
offenses after 2 years. Convictions for “indictabliéenses”
(felonies), can be expunged 10 years from the ddte
conviction, payment of any fine, satisfactory coetjgn of
probation or parole or release from incarceratidnt
whichever is latest. The most serious of thesengffs, such as
murder, kidnapping, aggravated sexual assault.emgblarson,
perjury and distribution, sale or possession witkrit to
distribute of controlled dangerous substances &rucan
never be expunged Expungement is a broader remedy for
offenses committed as a juvenile.

Your Credit Record

While New Jersey allows employers to look at yoummnal
record, many employers — and others like landloadsl
mortgage companies — will use a credit report edtef or in
addition to the state’s records. Credit recordsrasaéntained
by private companies and generally have informatbout
your debts, your history of paying bills and otH#rancial
matters, but may also have information about yaimioal
record. The information may not be correct, andléive does
offer you some protections. For example, if an eygt uses
a credit record to deny you a job, they have tbytell this,
and give you the name, address and phone numbéneof
agency that provided the report, and the agency gius you
a copy of that information on your request. Theynras
charge you money for that request if the employsaduthe
report to deny you a job. If the records of theddragency
contain incorrect information, they must investegaand
correct inaccurate information.

You can get ahead of the curve by getting a copyanfr
credit record and making sure there isn't any inecir
information on it. New Jersey residents are allowed free
credit report each year.

New Jersey law does not allow you to vote while yoe in
prison, or while you are on probation or parole fam
indictable offense (disorderly persons offenses 'tdon
disqualify you).Once you have completed your parole or
probation term, you may register to vote Make sure that

you are registered in the county in which you resid
Applications for registration can be obtained from Social
Services prior to release Also you may apply with the
Division of Elections, the Commissioners of Regitstn
office in the County where you live or from your Kiaipal
Clerk once you are released. Registration forms alse
available in various State agencies and at DivisibiMotor
Vehicle offices and can be obtained while transactigency
business.
