Applications must be submitted electronically using GRANTS.gov 

 
1. Go to https://www.grants.gov/.  

  
 
 2. In the top right corner, there is a search box. Enter the Grants.gov Funding 
Opportunity Number that corresponds to the grant for which you are applying. 
Click “Go.” See the chart on our CRRSAA Webpage for assistance with getting the 
correct Funding Opportunity Number.

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3. The “Search Grants” page will appear with the grant that corresponds to the 
Funding Opportunity Number entered in step 2. Click on the Funding Opportunity

4. Confirm that the “Funding Opportunity Number” correctly corresponds to the 
HEERF II grant for which you are applying. Click “Apply” in the top right corner. 

 
 
5. Complete your log-in with Username and Password. If you have not previously 
applied on grants.gov, you may create an account by clicking “Register a New 
User.”

424 on grants.gov

c) Download and Upload the Certification and Agreement (C&A) that corresponds to the 
program for which you are applying from the HEERF II CRRSAA Website. Fill out the C&A 
with your institution’s name, your name (the authorized representative), title, 
institution’s DUNS number, OPEID, and date. Upload the completed Certification and 
Agreement on Grants.gov using the “Other Attachments Form” section. 
 
Note: We recommend applicants submit all documents as read-only flattened PDFs, 
meaning any fillable PDF files must be saved and submitted as non-fillable PDF files and
